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FROM THE RECTOR. . .    
Dear Friends, 

 

 One of the first things that is impressed upon a new rec-
tor’s mind are the traditions of the church to which they have 
been called.  I recall my first few months at St. Paul’s in Key 
West as being daunting in a way that you might expect from any 
171 year old church.  The magnitude of tradition was in stark 
contrast to my experience as the planter of St. Francis-in-the-
Field in Ponte Vedra.   In comparing the two I realized that at St. 
Francis we were actually creating the tradition and future rectors 
would have to worry about the impact of change to any of those, 
whereas at St. Paul’s I had become the custodian and curator of 
decades of traditions. 

 What I found out very quickly, when I started asking 
questions, was that some of the things I assumed were traditions 
of long standing, had in actuality been things that perhaps even 
the interim had instituted.  And where that led me was to a deeper 
understanding of why some traditions are considered sacred and 
other are liturgical practices for which no one can really remem-
ber their origin.  Sacred traditions touch the very soul of who we 
are and move us closer to God and to each other. 

 Since I have been at Holy Trinity I have been asked 
countless times how I would like something done.  I am often 
aware that the answer to those questions can and sometimes will 
impact tradition, or a least perceived traditions.  So my guideline 
for answering involves assessing the fragile sacredness of what 
the issue may be. 

 I read a story* one time of a talented artist and potter who 
took her five year old Goddaughter to an art show.  As the child 
was led through the gallery she was repeatedly told not to touch 
anything that might break.  The artist asked her Goddaughter 
what she liked best of all the things she was seeing.  The little 
girl’s reply was “I want to touch the fragile things.” 

 ����

                 What a wonderful line that is so appropriate for 
our lives together.  “I want to touch the fragile things.”  
When I think of that line in the context of the church I 
don’t see candlesticks or chalices or even ancient crosses 
what vividly comes to mind are the parishioners of that 
church.  And when I can clearly see that I know what my 
call and your call to ministry is—touching each other’s 
lives and those lives that would like to enter into a relation-
ship with Jesus Christ.   

 We will use all those beautiful adornments and tra-
ditions to help us accomplish this call to ministry always 
with a keen awareness that our example comes from Christ 
himself.  Jesus took time to play with children.  He took 
time to notice the lilies in the field.  He took time to notice 
a sparrow that had fallen to the ground.  He took the time to 
notice the number of hairs on an old man’s head.  He took 
the time to weep with a grieving family. 

 We live in a society that sometimes focuses on at-
taining fragile things when in reality we are already sur-
rounded by the most fragile and precious things.  Our time 
together is fragile but may it be a time of joy, satisfaction 
and comfort because we are touching each other, the real 
fragile things. 

 This is not to diminish beautiful adornments or to 
change any meaningful tradition but merely a way to al-
ways be mindful and appreciate the most wonderful gift of 
all.  The life that God has called us to live together in com-
munity at Holy Trinity.

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Our History in Perspective 

 

“The Beginning” 

1896-1908

�����
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It was 1894 when the City of West Palm Beach was incorpo-
rated – following the enthusiasm and extravagance of Henry 
Morrison Flagler in Palm Beach.  Flagler had extended his 
railroad into this sparsely established area to provide an ex-
clusive winter resort for wealthy vacationers.  On the east 
side of Lake Worth he built the Royal Poinciana Hotel 
(opened in 1894), the Royal Poinciana Chapel (where he 
worshipped), the Palm Beach Inn (later called The Breakers), 
and his personal home, Whitehall. 

In the last decade of the 19th century, Episcopalians in West 
Palm Beach either rowed or sailed across the lake to attend 
Sunday services at the old Bethesda-by-the-Sea on the north 
Lake Trail on the island of Palm Beach.  The Reverend Jo-
seph N. Mulford, a missionary arriving in 1889, was in 
charge at Bethesda at that time.  Reverend Mulford came to 
the west side of the lake periodically to conduct services. 

Holy Trinity was created in the midst of this “boomtown” 
excitement with the formation of a Women’s Guild in 1896.  
The first regular Sunday services of Holy Trinity were con-
ducted in 1897.  Louis Fitz-James Hindry, a lay reader and 
principal of the local school, conducted these services in the 
community building/library, known as the Free Reading 
Room, on the lakefront.  Mr. C. J. Clarke had donated this 
building to the city.  It was transported by barge from his 
property on the east side of the lake.   

In 1898 the church group became organized as a mission.  It 
claimed the name it bears today:  Holy Trinity Episcopal 
Church.  By this time Mr. Hindry had become an Episcopal 
priest and returned as rector of the Palm Beach parish.  He 
conducted the first service in the newly appointed mission.   

In 1900, through the efforts of Mr. Hindry, the first small, 
wood-shingled Holy Trinity Church was constructed on land 
donated by Mr. Henry M. Flagler and Mrs. Kate Marvin.  It 
was built on the southeast corner of Dixie Highway and Ever-
nia Street. 

In June of 1900, the first Sunday school classes were held.  
There were nine students in the first class, all of whom had  

been gathered up in the city park (now known as Flagler 
Park) by Miss Ruby Edna Pierce.  There they were given 
the mandated invitation, “Come on, kids, we’re going to 
start a Sunday school!”  They all attended.  

The Reverend J. J. Vauix (later named priest-in-charge) 
conducted the first services in 1901.  By 1902 the 
Women’s Guild had deposited $500 in the bank for the 
purpose of increasing the fund until a sufficient amount 
could be raised to build a rectory on the vacant lot adjoin-
ing the church.  In February 1903, a rectory was built 
alongside the church facing Dixie Highway.  The follow-
ing Easter, 1904, the church was enlarged with the addi-
tion of a chancel and vestry room.  

The mission was admitted as a Parish at the 16th Convo-
cation of the Missionary Jurisdiction of Southern Florida 
on June 15, 1908, with the Rev. H. Ashton Henry serving 
as the rector.  His leadership enabled improvements to 
the rectory and the start of a building fund.

2. The next time it will be a day earlier, March 22nd will be 
in the year 2285, 277 years from now. The last time this 
happened was 1818. So, no one alive today has or will 
ever see it earlier than it was this year!

Either the 
task was impossible from the beginning or you are a dismal fail-
ure.”  These thoughts discouraged and disheartened the man. 
Satan said, “Why kill yourself over this? It was a cruel task to ask 
of you.  Just put in your time, give the minimum effort; that will be 
good enough.”  That’s what the weary man planned to do, but 
decided to make it a matter of Prayer and to take his troubled 
thoughts to The Lord.  

 “Lord,” he said, “I have labored long and hard in Your Service, 
putting all my strength to do that which you have asked.  Yet, after 
all this time, I have not even budged that rock by even half a milli-
meter.  What is wrong? Why am I failing?”   

The Lord responded compassionately, “My friend, when I asked 
you to serve Me and you accepted, I told you that your task was 
to push against the rock with all of your strength, which you have 
done.  Never once did I mention to you that I expected you to 
move it.  Your task was to Push.  

And now you come to Me with your strength spent, thinking that 
you have failed.  But, is that really so? Look at yourself.  Your 
arms are strong and muscled, your back shiny and brown; your 
hands are calloused from constant pressure, your legs have be-
come massive and hard.  

Through opposition you have grown much, and your abilities now 
surpass that which you used to have.

But your calling was to be Obedient and to Push and to 
exercise your Faith and trust in My Wisdom.  That you have done.

At times, when we hear a Word from God, we tend to use our own 
intellect to decipher what He wants, when actually what God 
wants is just Simple Obedience and Faith in Him.  By all means, 
exercise The Faith that moves mountains, but know that it is still 
God who moves the mountains.
