There have been several areas of the financial pic-
ture of the parish that have needed to be tightened up, consolidated, and clarified. The Finance Commission of Vestry has been working
very hard to make our way through these issues. There will be a Town Meeting with a mailing prior to it on June 24, at which time we will
report on these efforts.

There must be a strong stewardship response this Fall to provide a sturdy base of support for 2008, the Centennial Year, and the
commencement of the new rector's ministry at Holy Trinity. Stewardship is a considerably larger picture in the Christian life than money,
although Jesus often talked about the connection between our priorities and our money. A parish this active requires considerable people-
power as well as money. We have a strong base of active lay people in ministry, and we have need of even more people who are willing to
contribute their time and talent gifts to the life and mission of the church.

Another practical matter is an accurate and up-to-date membership roster. You will be contacted in the near future to provide infor-
mation. Please respond to help us develop a clear picture of the membership of the parish. It is valuable and courteous to a new rector to
have accurate rolls.

Pentecost is the season of the Church. Let's continue to celebrate the joy of our calling into God’s beloved community and our
ministry together.

This summer, | plan to write to as many of my friends and family as | can, hoping to revive what traditions we shared growing up
together, and finding out how to pass them on. Happy summer vacation - and keep your faith alive through prayer, worship and writing to
one another!

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All Things Bright And Beautiful @;@

Our observance of Rogation Day, with the spreading of mulch on the flower beds on the front lawn was blessed with overcast
skies and a slight breeze. The children thoroughly enjoyed the petting zoo, provided by our Director of Christian Education, Elizabeth
Brown. The bunnies, a lemur, a piglet named Olivia, chicks, ducklings, and a rooster (who was sporting the same “shark” hair-do as
Sean O’Donnell) were greatly loved by children of all ages! There was also a donkey (waiting in the air conditioned van) on his way to
a “Shrek” opening! Thank you Elizabeth for all that you do!

There is still a mountain of mulch in the parking lot (not from our Christmas Tree Crosses!) Bring a bag! or a truck! and take
some mulch home with you! With our lack of rain the mulch sure helps retain moisture around flowers and shrubs. And the best part
is that it is free!!!

After the service several people inquired about the origin of one of the hymns we sang: “All things bright and beautiful’, Hymnal
1982, #405. One person was surprised to find that it was not a new hymn but that the text was written in the mid eighteen hundreds
and the tune in the mid sixteen hundreds and has been in our hymnal since 1916. | found some wonderful information about the
hymn, its author, Cecil Frances Alexander, (a name easily misconstrued as being that of a man) and tune, “Royal Oak”, and decided
to use it in my newsletter article.

The text to “All things bright and beautiful”, was written by Cecil Frances (Humphries) Alexander, who was born in County Wick-
low, Ireland, 1818 and died in Londonderry in 1895. Before marrying the Reverend William Alexander in 1850, Miss Humphries pub-
lished two collections of her children’s hymns, Verses for Holy Seasons, (London, 1846), and Hymns for Little Children, (London,
1848). In addition to being a prolific writer of children’s hymns, Humphries and her sister ran a school for deaf-speech impaired chil-
dren, and designated the proceeds from her hymnal publications go to the school. Her husband later became Bishop of Derry and
Raphoe, and after her death, primate of all Ireland.

According to The Hymnal 1982 Companion, “Her hymns are characterized by a use of images to capture a child’s imagination,
followed by instruction couched in simple theological truths.” Just read through the text to #405 and you will understand the above
statement. In her later life she translated and paraphrased, “I bind unto myself today”, Hymnal 1982, #370, (also known as St. Pat-
rick’s Breastplate) which was sung all over Ireland on St. Patrick’s Day, 1889, and is frequently used at ordinations to the priesthood.

“All things bright and beautiful” first appeared in Hymnal 1916. Since then two verses have been removed. Verse 3 was re-
moved because it was found to be offensive. | think some of the same committee members who served on Hymnal 1982 must have
been around for this revision too! Verse 3 read:

“The rich man in his castle, the poor man at his gate,

God made them high or lowly and ordered their estate.”

According to A. E. Bailey’s, The Gospel in Hymns (New York,1950, pg. 354), “Here the Tory stratification of society is given
sanction of God Almighty. Belief in such a divine Order would make social and economic change impossible and would confine all
philanthropic work to ‘medicating the symptoms,’ rather than eradicating the causes of poverty, crime and oppression.”

Alexander’s ability to use language to create images of creation and simplified theology that could be understood by chil-
dren was both significant and magnificent. | would imagine that had she still been alive during the discussion over her verse 3 text,
she would have been shocked to think that her childlike imagery had created such controversy.




In addition to “All things bright and beautiful, #405, and “I bind unto myself’, #370, Alexander also wrote the texts to a Christ-
mas hymn “Once in royal David’s city”, #102; a Lenten or Holy Week hymn, “There is a green hill far away”, #167; an Easter hymn,
“He is risen, he is risen!, #180; a saints’ day hymn, “For thy blest saints”, #276; and “Jesus calls us o’er the tumult”, # 549/550. Take
a few minutes to read over these texts and you will notice the child- friendly images wrapped in the understandable theology for which
Alexander is best known. James Herriot, a veterinarian in the north of England, used four lines of the first verse as titles for his four
books published between 1972 and 1981 (later adapted for television): All Things Bright and Beautiful, All Creatures Great and
Small, All Things Wise and Wonderful, and The Lord God Made Them All. These books are quite enjoyable, and are terrific sum-
mer reading for all ages.

Now, on to the music to “All things bright and beautiful”. The tune, “Royal Oak”, adapted by Martin Shaw for Cecil Frances
Alexander’s text, first appeared in a collection of hymns entitled, Song Time (London, 1915). According to Robert McCutcheon'’s,
Hymn Tune Names, Their Sources and Significance (New York and Nashville, 1957), pg. 127: “The tune name comes from the ‘Royal
Oak’, a tree in Boscobel, Shropshire, in which Charles Il hid himself during his escape following the Battle of Worchester in 1651.”

The folk tune “Royal Oak” is also known as “The Twenty-ninth of May”, celebrating the restoration of Charles Il on May
29,1660; and “The Jovial Crew". It appears in The Dancing Master, 1686, a book by John Playford, originally printed in 1651, revised
in 1653 and 1686, and which includes dance steps and tunes for English country dancing or in Playford’s own words:

“plaine and easie rules for the Dancing of Country Dances, with the Tune to each Dance, to be played by the Treble Violin.”
So there you have it, more than you ever wanted to know about any hymn, but what can | say? You asked!
